Game 4 v. Elite Realty
ELITE REALTY MAR PERFECT SEASON

Cap'n Jim scored 18 pts off the move, an array of hook shots and 6 for 7 shooting from the freethrow line to lead Church St. United Methodist to a big win over Bridgewater Baptist. Cap'n Jim is not really a Methodist, but he plays one on the court. Devout Methodist Kristie, aka the Cap'n's lady who turned in a solid effort as point guard in the church game, and the Cap'n jumped in separate vehicles and raced from the church gym in West Knoxville to show up at halftime of the Juggs game. Cap'n Jim normally doesn't miss a minute of Jugg play, but the Methodists were without a center and the Cap'n had confidence that his young Juggs could keep the S.S.  Juggernautilus afloat until his arrival. The Cap'n will not miss another minute of play.

The halftime score was 24-20 Elite Realty. The Cap'n asked acting coach John Dreiser for a status report. Coach Dreiser's assessment was that although the Juggs were hitting well from outside, there was no offensive flow. The Juggs needed to control the ball and play tougher defense in the post. The Cap'n relinquished coaching duties to Mr. Dreiser for the remainder of the game. The Juggs ran a 2-3 defense.  The Juggs started the second half hot. The Juggs went on a 15-4 scoring streak. They quickly built a 35-28 lead off 3 pointers, tough inside play and a suffocating defense. Then the walls came tumbling down. In the bullsh*t call of the year, Elite accomplished the heretofore unheard of 7 point play. Josh Haney was whistled as the player he was defending hit a three pointer. 4 point play right? Wrong. Instead of a foul which one would think would be the correct call if Haney had made contact with the player Haney was called for a technical foul. Elite was awarded the 3 pointer, hit two technical freethrows and were awarded the ball back and scored 2 more. Seven friggin points in one possession which tied the game at 35-35. The refs explained that Haney had moved under the shooter's legs as he was in the act of shooting and under the new rules that was a technical foul in order to protect the shooter. When the ref was asked by the Cap'n if Haney actually made contact with the shooter the refs replied, "He (the shooter?) said that he did," and "It doesn't matter if he touched him or not." A rule that was designed to protect people from getting undercut under the basket was perverted by an overzealous officiating crew.  Elite scored the next 4 points on the stunned Juggs. The Juggs battled back to 40-43 in the last minute plus. Then an Elite player pulled a sly one on the unprepared Juggs. While shooting his second freethrow, the Elite player threw the ball off the board which hit the rim and bounced back into his hands. He shot a short jumper in the lane for 2. The Cap'n had never seen a player who's team was leading at the end of a game attempt that move.  Although, it did seem that the Elite player may have cheated over the line early to get the rebound. Down 40-45, Matt and Warren put in three pointers to get the Juggs within 46-50 with possession of the ball with 16 seconds on the clock. The Juggs obviously need to work on a full court inbounds play as the Juggs had 2 possessions in the next 4 seconds that resulted in a turnover. With 12 seconds left the Juggs could not manage to foul anyone quickly. Elite stepped to the freethrow line with 5 seconds left when rookie Jugg, Tim Mank, the Cap'n and another Jugg simultaneously mugged a man in the lane. The final score was 52-46 Elite Realty after a desperation heave by Warren.

Game Notes: Tim Mank is giving Kyle Adamczyk a run for his money as the hardest working non scoring Jugg. It was good hard play by all the Juggs who were tripped up by an inane call and trickery. With the undefeated season gone, the Juggs will be able to rest their starters in Games 11 and 12 before the tournament. The Assassin got picked on by the refs in the second half when he received three traveling calls while preparing to shoot.  Matt inexplicably benched himself at the end of the game right after making a crucial three pointer. The Juggs had another big 3 point shooting night with 9 made three pointers. The Juggs need to step up the interior scoring as well. Juggs were 6/9 from the freethrow line. The Juggs are not getting enough trips to the line. Coach Dreiser's coaching record has dropped to 0-1. After the game Coach Dreiser announced that he would be stepping down from his offensive coordinator position and that the plays will be called by committee for the rest of the season. Elite Realty was partially comprised of players from the old "K-Town Bombers," two-time league champs.

It was an impressive outing by the Juggs against KAT, formerly the 
Wildcats. KAT is the only undefeated team in the Cecil Webb league. It is 
a team of mostly young black guys who average beating the Juggs by 50 every 
year. The best player on KAT is a middle aged black man with a slight beer 
gut who averages 35 points a game against the Juggs.
     
After an extended interview at Cool Beans over the Martin Luther
King weekend, 3 point phenom,Warren Millican, was hired as the new offensive and 
defensive coordinator for the Juggs. Warren devised a box and 1 to shut 
down beer gut. Warren also instituted the I'm going to shoot from the hash 
mark or anywhere in the Western Hemisphere offense. The plan worked 
masterfully as the Juggs led 31-25 at halftime, beer gut was held to 12 
points for the game and Warren hit seven 3 pointers to bring his average 3 
pointers per game back up to six.
     
The workhorse of the defense was Matt Webb who tailed beer gut all
night with a brief reprieve from Warren. To start the second half, KAT went 
crying to the ref that the Juggs were using elbows and that John Dreiser had
threatened them. John took no less than 3 elbows in the face from a 
powerlifting, tattooed behemoth in the first half and the Juggs weren't 
complaining. The rule of the night was if you're breathing there was no 
foul. Kristie did manage to draw a crucial charge late in the game. The 
Juggs led until late in the game when KAT took its first lead at 38-37.

The Juggs couldn't punch it in late and KAT escaped 
with the victory 56-50.

Game 8 v. Forest Grove (The Rematch)
JUGGS FIND THE GROOVE IN THE GROVE
 
All is right with the world. The Cap'n is happy. The Cap'n is drawing pictures of mountaintops with Juggs on top, lemon yellow sun, arms raised in a "V" for victory. The Juggs won 55 - 37. The Cap'n had 15 points. The Juggs penetrated, moved the ball and played stellar man defense.  Having been lit up by Warren in the previous matchup, the Grove adopted a box and 1 defense to shut him down. Little did they know that Warren had committed to sharing the wealth with his teammates before the tipoff. Warren, who could quit now and win the scoring title, Matt and Andy penetrated, dished and deferred to the inside game in the first half and then used their three point prowess to drive the nails in the coffin the second half once the defense had collapsed.
 
The Cap'n had 11 of the first 19 points. The Cap'n was out in front of the break and received a couple of great assists to score. In the first half the Cap'n mostly parked himself inside and waited for the ball. At half, Big Matt admonished the Cap'n to move around some. Although the Cap'n thought, "But I'm scoring by parking my ass in the same spot I always park my ass," the Cap'n obliged as it was for the betterment of team play and he was already in double figures by half.  Unable to let the Cap'n bask in the glory of getting back to his scoring ways, the Assassin had to show him up by scoring 18. Although, the Assassin would be the first to point out that the Cap'n could have matched that accomplishment by hitting his freethrows. Cap'n was 1 for 4 from the line.
 
 
The Assassin would also point out that he is perfect from the line this season. The Cap'n would point out that the Assassin was 1 for 9 shooting last game and that the Cap'n would have liked some passes inside from the cold shooting chump. The Assassin made up for it by hitting the Cap'n inside for an assist on the first score of the game which was the flattest, ugliest hook shot the Cap'n could muster. The Assassin also poured in 4 
three pointers, mostly in the second half after the inside game had been established. After an early "move" by the Cap'n which left a shot about two feet short of the basket, the Assassin shared the kind criticism, "That was really awful." The Cap'n could easily have scored more in the second half, but deferred to his teammates with assists. The Assassin feels no such compunction and shamelessly let the threes fly during trash time. As

Matt is taking over Dreiser's job as the leader in charges per game. Speaking of which, Sir Charge-a-lot was absent from the game, but made up for it by leaving a present on the Cap'n's desk this morning.  


Warren had only three points, but they came off a beautiful 24 footer. Warren drew a lot of attention from the defense and let the rest of the Juggs pick the defense apart.  Josh Braden had an outstanding game with 6 points, great rebounds and tough defense. Josh hit 2 freethrows with no time on the clock at halftime after Big Matt rebounded and made the long outlet pass to the streaking Josh.  Kristie has been hired as the new coach. The Assassin is her unofficial assistant who likes to use sign language on the court. Kristie instituted the man defense and did not hesitate to pull a player if he was taking unwise shots or not playing team ball. The man defense seemed to energize 
the Juggs on both sides of the floor. Kristie was also responsible for the Big Matt acquisition after she suffered a calf injury. Kristie is forgoing some playing time in order to rehab the leg so that she can dance until six in the morning every day at Dan Korth's Valentine's Wedding Extravaganza in Las Vegas.  The Juggs were forced into wearing City issue generic turquoise jerseys as both teams showed up in black. The Juggs are a superstitious lot, notably Big Matt changed his shorts and whole pre-game routine, and will wear the turquoise jerseys throughout the upcoming winning steak.

Game notes: This was really a 20 point win, but the Cap'n had compassion and let the Grove score the final uncontested layup. The Cap'n scored his final points on what was supposed to be his standard hack and hook move. The defense played the Cap'n almost perfectly by bringing the big man in hisface at the last second. The Cap'n improvised by thrusting his arm between the defenders and giving an underhand flip that found its purchase in the sweet nylon above. Everybody's favorite redneck homeboy in the stands 
declared, "the Mooooove"!
 
One hour later, the Cap'n and Big Matt went on to play game #2 of the night with Church Street UMC against the host team at Middlebrook Pike United Methodist Church. The Cap'n sat for the first 8 minutes as he had played the whole Jugg game but still managed to score 14 points including a 3 pointer and went 1/ 2 from the line. Church Street won 47 - 26 to cap off a 2-0 night for Big Matt and the Cap'n. To start the second half of the game, Middlebrook devised a scheme to get their best player open that the Cap'n happened to be guarding. They sent the fat kid to set a pick and give the Cap'n the business. After a hard bump and chuck move by the Cap'n, the fat kid didn't set any more picks. The Cap'n won the opening tip. It was the first successful tip for the Cap'n in 2 years. Dreiser was the recipient of the tip. The Juggs started in a 2-3 zone as they were outsized at every position except for the speedy midget point guard. With Big Matt nursing an ankle injury suffered in the first half of the Juggs last win and other Juggs being unavailable the Juggs went into the contest with six players including Coach Kristie who is still recovering from a calf injury. Two minutes into the contest rookie Kyle Adamczyk came down on an opponent's foot, severely rolled his ankle and was 
out for the night. Best wishes to Kyle who is looking for a speedy recovery so that he can keep up his training regimen for the SAE Boxing Tournament March 2 - 4.
 
The Juggs took an early lead and held on until Elite went up 19-18. The Juggs had to take a nursery break 8 minutes in as toddler Lily Roskind and baby Alana Johnson were not happy with Daddy and Mama being on the floor. After Elite extended the lead to 22-18, the Juggs went on a 9-0 run to lead 27-22 off the three point shooting prowess of Warren and the Assassin. The Juggs led 27-24 at the break.  Elite played a 2-3 zone in the first half and switched to man. Although the Cap'n had been unstoppable in the paint, Elite did not deem him worthy to guard at the three point line following an inbounds pass. The Cap'n was determined to make Elite regret the decision and to everyone's surprise (mostly his teammates) drained a three from the corner. The Juggs led 30 - 24. The Juggs played a solid game with good defense, few turnovers and scored inside and out; however, the Juggs went on about a 4 minute drought with the Cap'n having successive hooks rim out, the Juggs having costly turnovers and #0 coming to life with part of his 15 points in a row. Elite went on an 11-0 run and led 35-30. The Juggs battled back with two Cap'n freethrows followed by the second uncontested 3 pointer by the Cap'n from the top of the key. The Juggs trailed 35-38. Warren added three to trail 
38-41. The Juggs fortunes turned for good when the Assassin was whistled for a foul on #0 as he was shooting a 3 pointer with 7:30 to go. He made all three shots to lead 44-38. The Juggs stayed down 6-8 points for the next 4 minutes.  In desperation, the Cap'n called man defense as Elite was holding the ball.
 
As expected the tall big man pulled the Cap'n outside as the wide big man 
scored inside. Warren, the Assassin and even the Cap'n with a third, guarded this time, three pointer in a row, kept up the three point assault.  Elite led by as many as 15, but a Warren three pointer made the final score 63-51, Elite.

Game Notes: The Cap'n scored 25 points which was his most in 4 years. The Cap'n was a black hole from which even light could not escape. Once the ball was passed to the Cap'n inside, it was not coming back out. The Cap'n's hook kept rimming out. His go to shot of the night was the face up one-handed lean from the freethrow line in. All of the Juggs fed the Cap'n in the lane. The Cap'n was unstoppable. Unfortunately, #0 of Elite scored 31 points with 5 three pointers to take MVP honors. The Cap'n hit 3 three pointers in a row. The Cap'n stopped shooting the long ball after a horrendous fourth shot. Even though the Cap'n has raised his 3 point shooting average to 50% (4 for 8), the Cap'n still expects no respect behind the arc from the sharp tongued Assassin.
 
The Juggs were a perfect 4 for 4 from the freethrow line.  The Assassin and Warren scored, passed and ran the floor well. Dreiser was the point guard by default and performed well. Coach Kristie wanted it known that the Juggs might have won had she hit her shots. The Coach nabbed several rebounds in the lane and put up 6 good looking shots that rimmed out. That is about 5 shots above the Coach's average.  Both teams played Iron Man/Woman ball after Kyle went down without anyone fouling out. It was all the Assassin early as he scored within 3 seconds of Big
Matt dominating the tip. KAT was confused from the opening tipoff as no one 
lined up on the defensive end of the floor although Big Matt was a full 8 
inches taller than the jumper across from him. The Assassin accounted for 7
 of the first 9 points adding a wily driving basket in the lane and a three 
pointer. The Juggs led 7-0 and never looked back. KAT would fall this day 
to the Juggs after winning every game in the series since the New Knoxville 
Juggs were formed in 2001. KAT has regularly defeated the likes of Jimmy 
Holbrook and the gang by 30 to 50 points. Not this night my friend. These 
Juggs were a well oiled machine.
 
Warren had hung the deuce deuce on KAT in the last meeting and was
the focus of the defense. The Assassin did not play in the last contest and 
used that element of surprise and a sniper's precision to pick apart the 
zone and man defenses.

B.A. Barakus got revenge on the Juggs last night for evicting the A-Team
from the 2005 tournament. The Juggs pulled a monumental choke job in the 
first half, but came alive with about 11 minutes to go in the game. The first half was a travesty. The Juggs played man defense and got beaten off the dribble by a stout point guard who drove to the basket at will. The Juggs missed the presence of Norman McKellar who last year swatted any attempts in the lane. Big Matt would have filled that role, but was ruled ineligible for being ½ inch too tall for the league. The Juggs switched to a 2-3 zone and the bleeding was worse. The big man hid on the block for 3 
uncontested layups as the Juggs were out of sych in the zone.As bad as the defense was, the offense was worse. The Cap'n couldn't find the handle on the ball. When he did, his shots were not pretty. The Assassin was less than sniper accurate with his early attempts. No one drove the ball inside or cut to the basket. The Juggs got no offensive rebounds as four people were standing outside the three point line at all times. The Juggs went into halftime down 15-28.
 
The first five minutes of the second half were much the same. The Juggs 
struggled to find a defense that worked. Down 24-40 with timeout called at 10:49 to go, the Juggs came to life. In the next 5 minutes the Juggs would go on a 14 - 0 run led by the driving and three point shooting of Matt. Andy got in a groove with short jumpers. The Cap'n realized that even though the Juggs racked up touch fouls for reaching in the first half, someone would have to die before a foul was called in the lane. The Cap'n 
powered through the defenders on the block for some up close buckets. Josh made a timely three point play inside to bring the Juggs to 35 - 40. Warren added a long three to cut the lead to 38 - 40. The Assassin had a beautiful look from three that would have put the Juggs ahead. The shot bounced back to the Assassin for another good shot that refused to fall. The Juggs stayed down 2 to 4 points as the Cap'n missed the front end of a 1 and 1 following getting hip tossed on a rebound and Josh could not connect on his 
freethrows. The Juggs defense again faltered as the point guard drove to the basket at will and scored.
 
The Cap'n scrambled on the floor and battled with the A-Team's big man for 
some jump balls. Down 4, the Juggs began fouling with 1:40 to go as the A-Team was 4 fouls away from the bonus. The strategy paid off as the A-Team was atrocious at the line. However, Matt, the Juggs most effective offensive player of the night, fouled out. The Cap'n rebounded a short shot from the corner to bring the Juggs to 49-51. With 20 seconds to go, Warren got a good look for the win at the top of the key. The shot wouldn't fall and the Juggs fouled immediately. The A-Team hit 1 of the freethrows to go 
up by 3. The Cap'n and the A-Team big man grappled on the floor for the rebound off the second freethrow and the Juggs got the jump ball possession with 10 seconds to go. Warren took a 23 footer with two men on him that would not fall. The Cap'n fouled the big man and sent him to the line with 3 seconds left. The big man missed the first shot to give the Juggs hope. The big man hit the second to go up four. The big man then intercepted Dreiser's inbounds pass to the Cap'n and attempted a three. Then it got 
interesting. The Cap'n came in and took off the big man's head with one second to go before he could get the shot off. The Cap'n was actually going for the arms. The big man took offense, chest bumped the Cap'n and called him a "f*cker." The Cap'n retorted, "Watch it, A**hole, " for which he drew a technical foul.
